CATsNAP.	The	village	has	
been	considering	options	for	
its	feral	cat	problem.
	 Volunteers	 from	 the	
program	would	canvas	the	
village	door-to-door	to	explain	
the	program,	then	return	the	
following	weekend	 to	 trap	
the	feral	cats.	A	mobile	unit	
staffed	by	vet	students	from	
the	U	of	I	would	be	brought	
in	to	spay	and	neuter	them.
	 Before	being	released,	the	

cats	would	be	vaccinated	for	
rabies	and	distemper.	Cost	to	
the	village	would	be	$15	per	
cat	which	helps	cover	the	cost	
of	the	vaccines	and	supplies.	
She	also	said	residents	who	
own	cats	that	are	not	fixed	
could	have	them	spayed	or	
neutered	for	$25.
